WIND MEASURING SET


AN/PMQ-3C





PURPOSE:  The purpose of this period of instruction is to re-familiarize yourself with the correct operation of the hand held wind measuring set.





TERMINAL LEARNING OBJECTIVE:  Without the use of, but in accordance with the references, master the AN/PMQ-3C.





ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVES:  Without the use of, but in accordance with the references, complete the following tasks:


	


Assemble the PMQ-3.


Correctly operate the PMQ-3.


Use readings in local and longline dissemination.


Dissemble and properly store the PMQ-3.

BODY:  The hand-held wind measuring set is used as a back up to the UMQ-5 and will be deemed as estimated winds.





ASSEMBLY- Do a visual instruction of assembly.





OPERATION - 


	


Grasp the instrument by the handle and hold it in approximately vertical position within arm’s length with the sight at eye level.


Aim the instrument at a fixed orientation point by aligning the center of the slot in the front of the sight with the center of the strip between the two slots on the rear sight and the fixed orientation point.


Press and hold the vane locking the trigger. Note the reading from 0-60 on the upper scale on the wind speed indicator.


If the wind speed on the scale is less than 15 knots, press the range selecting switch on the side of the housing and read the speed on the 0-15 scale.


The instant the wind speed value is taken, release the vane locking the trigger and carefully lower and tilt the instrument to observe the wind direction reading on the direction dial.  Take three to four readings for accuracy.





DISASSEMBLY - Do a visual instruction of disassembly and storage.





SUMMARY:  Now that we have discussed and re-familiarized ourselves with the PMQ-3C, you should be able to properly operate and store this piece of equipment.
